 2-3 wash cloths  2-3 dress outfits for Shabbat (white blouses/shirts and 
casual pants or skirts are common) 

 2-3 light jackets or 
sweaters/sweatshirts 

   4 pairs of jeans or long pants  2-3 swim suits  

   1 work outfit (pants or shorts and shirt that can be 
used for painting projects)

 Shampoo    Warm sleeping bag  

 Toothbrush, toothbrush case, and toothpaste  1 qt. canteen (needed for hikes)

 Flashlight/extra batteries  Baseball glove  

 Brush/comb   Musical instruments 

 Pens and pencils  Books
